Basic Cadet Training.  Encampment is designed for cadets to experience a week of living on a military base, learn teamwork, self-discipline, and interact with other CAP cadets.  Cadets get to apply leadership skills previously learned, meet military personnel at their jobs, and tour government facilities and aircraft.  Each cadet will receive a CAP Cadet Orientation Flight.  The week closes with competition in the Final Morning Inspection, Flight Drill Competition, and Panel Quiz.  The Cadet Party follows on Friday night.  The Graduation and Awards Ceremony will take place Saturday morning.  Graduation certificates, Honor Flight trophies and Outstanding Cadet awards will be presented.
